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SECTION 1

Instructions for Safe QOperation

Improper use of this grass vacuum can injure people and damage
the equipment. People using or servicing this grass catcher must
read and follow the instructions in this manual.

It is important to understand that this manual and any other
Gravely instruction manuals do not cover every possible danger.
It is impossible for Gravely to know of all possible dangers in
operating and servicing the tractor and attachments.

The purchaser must give these instructions to the people opera-
ting and maintaining this grass catcher. These people must use
eye and foot protection.

1.1 Preparation:

l. Read the tractor and the vac operator's manuals
carefully.

2. Learn the 1location and function of all tracteor and
attachment controls,

3. Learn how to use the controls to stop the tractor and
attachment.

4. Use caution with gasoline. Gasoline is very flammable.
Keep it in a clean and tight container away from flames
or hot items. Never put gascline in the fuel tank while
the engine is running or hot. Clean up spilled gascline
before starting engine,

5. Be certain that all shields, guards, and interlock
switches are in the correct positions.

6. When hauling the tractor, connect the chassis and rear
hitch to the transperting vehicle. Never connect from
control levers, rods, or like items that could be
damaged.

7. Operate the eguipment only when discharge chute is in
place or the complete grass catcher with collector boot
and tube 1s in place.

8. As the vac basket fills with material, weight is removed
from the £front wheels, Limit the amount collected or
add front weight to prevent loss of steering contrel.

Wear foot and eye protection. Do not wear loose
clothing.

Do not use the equipment in the dark without adequate
lighting.

Keep the grass catcher in good condition. Maintain it
as directed in this manual.

Replace all parts that become damaged or lost.

USE ONLY GRAVELY ACCESSORIES AND ATTACHMENT OR ATTACH-
MENTS GRAVELY HAS APPROVED FOR USE WITH THIS TRACTOR.

Do not overspeed the engine. Do not override the
governor.

Keep away from moving parts.
Keep people and animals away from the operating aresz.

Do not let people other than the operater ride on =he
tractor.

Use a slow speed and engage the direction contreol lever
slowly when operating on slopes.

Look for - and keep away from hazards.

Shut engine off, move the PT0O Control to "0OFF", and
remove ignition key before unclogging chute cr removing
grass catcher.

Look behind when operating in reverse.

After hitting an o¢bject with the egquipment, stop the
engine and check for damage. Repair any damage befor=s
continuing operation.

Operate the tractor only from the seat,

Travel up and down, not across slopes,

Never permit children to operate the tractor,.

Before 1leaving the tractor, move the PTO {ontrol =«
"OFF", lower mowexr, lock the brake, and remove the
ignition key.

If there is a sudden change in the sound or vibration of
the egquipment, stop the engine and check for damage.
Repair any damage or failure before continuing
operation.

Never run the engine indoors except to move it outside.
Exhaust fumes are dangerous.

Go slow on slick surfaces.

Follow traffic laws when operating on or near a road.
Before making adjustments or servicing, move the PTO to
YOFF", turn the ignition switch to "OFF", and wait until

all moving parts completely stop.

Check the mounting hardware for the blade and vanes
frequently.

Keep the PTO <control in the "OFF" position when
transporting.



SECTION 2

Operating Instructions

2.1 General:

l.

when starting to cut grass with the vac 1in place, start
at a slower than normal ground speed but with throttle
set for high engine speed. Use the Gear Selector Lever
to control speed., Select the gear for the best cutting
and vac action, The heavier and wetter the grass, the
slower the ground speed,

With lush, extra heavy or wet grass, it may be necessary
to make two passes, First cut at maximum cutting height
from ground surface, then recut at the lower setting.
When the liners are full, they may be tied up while in
the basket, then lifted from the baskets for disposal.
It may be easier to remove the liners from the baskets
by laying the basket on its side and removing the liner.

If the hose plugs, momentarily stop ground travel and
allow 1t to clear. IF THE HQOSE DOES NOT CLEAR, PUT THE
PTCO IN THE "OFF" POSITION AND STOP THE TRACTOR ENGINE
BEFORE ATTEMPTING TC CLEAR THE HOSE,

Successful operation results from the thoughtful manage-
ment of several variables:

a, Catcher will work best in dty drass. Between 10
a.m. and 6 p.m. would be an ideal time, after damp-
ness has left in the morning but before evening dew.

b. Use fast throttle setting on the tractor at all
times, since this gives better air flow in the bas-
ket or cart.

c. Try different travel speeds. Generally, third to
fifth speeds are best.

2.2 ACAUTION:

l.

Be sure the boot, hoses, and blower drive are properly
assembled and secured prior to operating the vac and
mower,

Always move the PTC to "OFF", turn the ignition switch
te "OFF" and wait until all parts have stopped moving
before unplugging the hoses,

SECTION 3

Service Instructions

When the Vac Stops Collecting, Check the Following:

Wrong blade on mower--be sure the mower has

a sharp
Gravely blade on it,

Low tip speed on blade--check engine RPM and increase to
a maximum of 3300 RPM, decrease ground speed,

High ground speed on tractor--shift to lower gear.

Grass conditions--grass must be dry.

SECTION 5

Installation Instructjions

Install the vac on the tractor.

Attach the bracket to the support with twoe 5/16-18x.75
bolts and two lock nuts. ©See the illustration.

Attach the support to the drive frame with two 1/2-13x1.25
bolts and two lock nuts on each side.

NOTE: To use this Three Basket Kit with Grass Catcher
Blower and Frame Assembly (Part No. 40655), you must
purchase and install the following additional parts:

180175 4 Beolt, Hex 1/2-13x1.25

e Attach the two risers to the outside of the
support with two 1/2-13x1.25 bolts and two lock
nuts on each side. Do not tighten the bolts.
See Figure 1 for correct position of the risers.

e Slide the risers into position on the drive frame
and secure with two 1/2-13x1.25 bolts and two lock
nuts on each side. Tighten the bolts holding the
support.

5.4 Set the tube assembly on the support and secure to the

mounting bracket with three 5/16-18x1 bolts and three lock
nuts,
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Secure the two tubes to the bracket with 5/16-18x1.50
machine screws and lock nuts.

Install the cover assembly using eight machine screws,
washers, and lock nuts.

Slide the baskets in place on the tube frame.
Close the cover and secure in place with hooks on eyebolts.
Slip a worm clamp over each end of the tube. Put one end

of the tube on the blower outlet and the other end on the
cover inlet. Tighten the clamps.



SECTION 6

LIMITED FIVE-YEAR WARRANTY

In the event that any Gravely Product warranted
hereunder shall be defective or fail to conform with this
Warranty, Gravely shall, subjecl 1o lthe provisions
hereof, pay for, or provide tabor and maleriais for, the
regair or replacement of such defeclive Gravely
Product.

This Warranty is for five years (60 months) from
purchase date for Gravely Products used exclusively
for personal, family or household purposes, and two
years {24 monihs) for products used for other
purposes {commercial use), excluding rental firms,
Gravely products used for renlal purposes will be
warranted for 80 days. Repair of Gravely Producls
aller the second year (24 months trom date of
purchase) shall be subject 1o a $50.00 deductible for
each repair. (Alter two years, Gravely agrees 1o repair
or replace defective Gravely Products used ex-
clusively for personal, family or household purposes
only 10 the exient that the cost of such warranty
covered repair or replacement exceeds $50.00.}

Batteries are warranted by Gravely for a period of
twelve {12) months only. If a battery shall fail within
twelve (12) manths of purchase. the replacement cost
thereof shall be proraled over a fwelve-month term
kased upon the number of months #fnce purchase.
