To keep the warranty, the 72" Rotary Mower must be maintained and operated as directed
in this manual.

All references to "left-side”, "right-side”, "front™ and "back" are given from the operator's
position.

Use the serial numbers to ensure prompt and correct service when ordering parts,
requesting service or making inquiries.

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SECTION 1
INSTRUCTIONS FOR SAFE OPERATION
Improper use of this equipment can injure people and damage the equipment. People using or
servicing this equipment must read and follow the instructions in this manual.

It is important to understand that this manual and any other Gravely instruction manuals do not
cover every possible danger. It is impossible for Gravely to know all possible dangers in operating
and servicing the equipment.

The purchaser must give these instructions to the people operating and maintaining this
eguipment. These people must use eye and foot protection.

1.1 Preparation:

1. Read this manual and the tractor manual carefully.

2. Leamn the location and function of all controls.

3. Learn how to use the controls to stop the wheels and mower quickly.

4. Use caution with gasoline. Gasoline is very flammable. Keep it in a clean and tight
container away from flames or hot items. Never put gasoline in the fuel tank while the
engine is running or hot. Clean up spilled gasoline before starting engine.

5. Be certain that all shield, guards, and interiock switches are in the correct positions.

6. Never permit children to operate the tractor and mower.

7. Inspect area to be mowed and remove all material which could be thrown by the
mower.

8. Before starting the engine, put the PTO control lever in the “OFF" position and the
gear shift lever in the neutral “N” position.

9. When hauling the equipment, connect the chassis to the transporting vehicle. Never
connect from control levers, rods, or like items that could be damaged.

10. Replace all parts that become damaged or lost.
1.2 Operation:
1. Wear foot and eye protection. Do not wear loose clothing.

2. Do not use the equipment in the dark without adequate lighting.
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LOOK 10T and keep away from hazards.

After hitting an object, stop the equipment and engine. Check for damage. Repair
any damage before operating.

Look behind when operating in reverse. Look for people and hazards.
Operate only from the operator’s position.
Travel! up and down slopes, not across.

lithere is a sudden change in the sound or vibration of the equipment, stop the engine
and check for damage. Repair any damage or failure before continuing operation.

Never run the engine indoors except to move it outside. Exhaust fumes are
dangerous.

Go slowly on slick surfaces.
Follow traffic laws when operating on or near a road.

Before making adjustments or servicing, move the PTO to "OFF™, tum the ignition
switch to "OFF" and wait until all moving parts completely stop.

Before leaving the operator’s position, put the PTO lever in the “OFF" position and
tumn the ignition key to the “OFF" position. Lock the brake lock. Wait until all moving

parts have stopped.

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with the hydraulic control in the float position.

Transporn the equipment to the area to be mowed.

Inspect the area to be mowed and remove all material which could be thrown by the mower.
Plan the pattern for cutting the grass. Generally an area is mowed around the periphery
towards the center by discharging the grass toward the center on the first pass. The
remainder of the mowing is done discharging the grass outward in the area which has been
cut.

See Section 7 for the schedule of heights of cut. Setthe mower for the height of cut desired.

See the tractor manual for correct operation of the PTO. Start the engine and put the PTO
control in the “ON” position. Move the throttie control to the “FAST" position.

Select a slow gear. Engage the forward clutch. Control the ground speed by selecting the
desired gear.

AL CAUTION: Do not shift the transmission gears while the tractor is meving.

SERVICE INSTRUCTIONS

Lubrication:

1.

See Figures 1, 2 and 3. Every eight hours of operation apply multi-purpose grease to
the lube fittings on:

a. Each spindle (3)

b. Each gauge wheel (4)

c. Drive shaft (3)

d. Each caster fork (2)

e. The idler pivot weldment (1)

2. Gear Box: Once a year or every 200 hours of operation, check the lubricant by
removing the check level plug. If oil is needed, clean the top of the gear
box, remove the fill plug and add oil until it runs out of the check plug. Put
the check plug and fill plug back in the holes from which they were
removed.

Blade Service:

1. Every ten hours of operation or when the cut is poor visually, check the blades

for sharpness.

2. Remove the mower from the tractor. See Sections 3.6 and 3.7.

3. Turn the mower upside down or lift the front of the mower with a hoist or floor jack.

4. Bilock the blades and remove the nuts and flat washers from the spindle.

5. Sharpen and balance the blade.

6. Reverse the removal process to install the blades on mower and the mower on

the tractor.

7. Replace the blades when over 1/2" has been removed or the blade cannot be

balanced.

Height of Cut Adjustment:

Lift the mower to the transport position. Remove the bolts in the caster wheel support
weldment. Move the caster wheel support weldment to the holes which correspond to the
desired height position and reinstall the retaining bolts. See Figure 3.

Get assistance, lift and roll the front of the tractor over the mower, taking care not to
damage the belt covers. See Figure 3.

Align the mower pivot arm weldment with the tractor latch plates. Guide the pivot arm
weldment into the latch plates and latch.

Put the mower pivot keepers, followed by a flat washer and hairpin cotter on the shaft
on each side of the mower pivot arm weldment.

Put the mower lift pivots on the lift rods followed by two jam nuts on each. Leave the
jam nuts loose at the top of the lift rods. See Diagram 2.

NOTE: Adjustment of the lift rod jam nuts is required only on the first installation.
Put a film of grease on the prop shaft and slide it into the U-joint assembly.

Put a film of grease on the PTO shaft.

Unlock the locking collar on the prop shaft assembly by pulling back. Slide the
prop shaft assembly onto the PTO shaft. Release the locking collar and slide the prop
shaft assembly back and forth on the PTO shaft to assure latching.

Put the mower in the lowest cutting position. Lower the attachment lift. Connect the lift
rods to the mower and the tractor lift. See Diagram 2.

Move the top pair of jam nuts down on each lift rod until there is approximately
1/8 inches clearance. Jam the top pair of jam nuts on each lift rod.

NOTE: Adjustment of the lift rod jam nuts is required only on the first installation.

Lift the mower to the transport position with the attachment lift. Hook the springs to the
spring tabs. Pull the latches over the latch pins and lock. See Figure 4.

Move the caster wheel support to match the desired height of cut.
To remove the mower, reverse the installation procedure.

NOTE: Ifthe moweris notlevel in the raised position, adjust by shortening the rod on
the low side or lenghtening the rod on the high side.
